Do NOT use wet wood or leaves as fuel. They will not combust J

completely and can cause smoke.

(O3 Adding fuel

As the fire begins to burn steadlily, it is necessary to add dry, larger pieces of fuel. When adding fuel,
use heat-resistant gloves, firepit tools, and work with extreme caution.

B Adding fuel from the top

Fuel can be loaded to the top of the
combustion chamber.

M Adding fuel through the side doors

Open the side doors even while cook-
ing to add more fuel.

Do NOT overfill beyond the top of the
combustion chamber. May result in
incomplete combustion and increased
smoke.

Do NOT overfill past the doorways. May
result in incomplete combustion and
increased smoke. May also cause the
fire pit to tip over.

ﬁ Fire pit will be extremely hot during and after use. Avoid handling the fire pit to prevent
burns. Keep your face away from charcoal as it may pop, causing sparks to fly.

A When adding fuel, use heat-resistant fire pit tools to stoke the fire and allow air flow.

ﬁ The product is designed for ash to accumulate on the base plate, but may leak onto the
ground through cracks.

(O4 Extinguishing the Fire and Cleanup

@ Wait for the fire to die down and the embers to cool.
@Take out the fire grate and clean out the ash that has accumulated on the base plate inside
the combustion chamber. Consult your local authority on proper disposal of ash.
Be careful when cleaning embers out of the combustion chamber. Make sure the product
has cooled completely before putting back into the carry case. Do NOT douse with water

unless there is an emergency. The extreme temperature change will damage and/or warp
the product.

Improper care and storage can shorten the lifespan of this product.
Follow the recommendations below to extend the lifespan of your product.

Bl Care

Rust can develop if it is exposed to moisture or experiences extreme changes in temperature.
A Use the following procedures to extend the life of your fire pit.

(OMake sure the fire pit has cooled completely before attempting to clean the ash out of the
combustion chamber. Use dish soap to clean oil, burnt food and salt. Use a damp towel, paper
towel or brush to wipe down the fire pit and then dry completely.

(Osteel wool or hard brushes may scratch the fire pit.

H Storage

(Ostore in a well ventilated, cool, dry place out of direct sunlight and keep out of rain.
(OExtended exposure to the elements can cause warping and damage to the product.

(OTo prevent this product from bending or becoming damaged, do NOT stack heavy items on top of
this product when it is folded up.

(ODo NOT allow children to set up or dismantle this product.
