Designed to accommodate two-bolt cleats, enabling the pulling up of pedals during upstroke for
efficient pedaling. Cleats are recessed into the outsole to provide comfort while walking off the bike.
The reel-based lacing system allows for quick fit adjustment and easy on-and-off with a simple turn
of the dial.

*Not all cleats may be compatible with the product depending on their shape.

(OMake sure that the laces are securely tightened when riding. Loose laces may not create
enough tension unclipping from the pedal, leading to an accident or injury.

OBefore riding, make sure that you can unclip the shoes from the pedals smoothly. If the shoe
does not get released properly when necessary, it may cause an accident or injury.

(OMake sure that your cleats (sold separately) are properly attached to the shoes. Loose bolts can
lead to accidents. (For attachment instructions, please refer to your cleats' instruction manual.)

OpPractice clipping and unclipping your foot before riding. Not being accustomed to using clipless
pedals may lead to accidents, such as falls.

(OAdjust the spring tension of your pedals so they release properly. (Please refer to your cleats'
instruction manual.)

(OThe glue that is used to attach the sole to the shoe can degrade over time causing the sole to
peel off of the shoe, even if the shoe is never used. Please follow the care instructions in this
manual.

(OChemical breakdown or adhesive delamination due to natural aging of materials may occur
during use and may result in accidents. Before use, inspect the outsole, midsole and overall
shoe for any abnormalities.

(OCheck the outsole for any abnormalities such as cracks formed by repeated bending. If any
abnormalities are found, stop using this product immediately and contact the store of original
purchase or Montbell Customer Service.

OBefore using new shoes, be sure that they are thoroughly broken in. New shoes that have not
been broken in can cause foot pain and possibly lead to injury.

(ODo NOT use on oiled surfaces. May cause slipping and injury.

(OLaces may break due to normal wear and tear. Check the laces for any signs of damage before
use.

O Attaching a cleat to the shoe

(DUse a 4mm hex tool to loosen
the two bolts to remove the
cover.

@Place your cleat in the recess of
the shoe and attach with two
bolts.

*Always use the bolts that came
with your cleats.

O Attaching the cover to the shoe

(DAlign the holes on the cover with
the bolt holes on the shoe. Make
sure to align them with the rear
bolt holes on the shoe.

@Fix the cover by tightening the
two bolts.

*Be careful when tightening the
bolt. Tightening the bolt too much
can damage the cover.

Customer Service for replacement. (Laces will be replaced for a nominal fee.)

Although the reel-based lacing system utilizes a highly
durable stainless steel wire, it is subject to wear and tear,

and may snap depending on the frequency of use. Prior to

use, check the laces for any signs of damage (refer to the

figure on the right).
