Bl Description

Delivers 300 lumen brightness and a 60m beam distance with three AAA batteries. The head
lamp is also compatible with the sold separately Rechargeable Power Battery (#1134205),
allowing for recharging after each use and illuminating with a constant high brightness
over a certain period of time. Features three lighting modes: a floodlight mode for walking,
a spotlight mode for distant targets, and a red LED mode for astronomy and nature obser-
vation. The side button allows for quick switching between the spotlight mode and flood-
light mode while on the move. Double-click activation keeps the head lamp from accidental-
ly turning on.

+Are the batteries in the correct orientation? — Place them in the correct orientation.

*Is there any rust or dirt on the electrode? — If so, clean.

*Are you pressing the main button properly? — Press the main button twice within one second.
