A signal light uses a single AAA battery. Both the lamp body and the clip are designed to rotate
360°, allowing you to direct the light in any direction. Easily attaches to clothing, bag straps,
bicycle saddlebags, or cap brims, enhancing visibility and alerting others to your presence during
nighttime walks or cycling.
