B Description

This product is made for carrying an injured person on the back in emergency situations. The
specialized pouch-like structure reduces strain on the person being carried, while the framed back
pad with integrated hipbelt effectively distributes the load to reduce the burden on the carrier. The
design keeps both of the carrier's hands free to facilitate safe transport.

Three loops on the left, right and center of the seat can be used by the person who is providing
support to help balance the carrier's gait. Connect carabiners, slings, or other devices to use*.
Check the user's manual and the latest standards for the device to be connected to ensure
proper use and understanding of its functional limitations.
